• Bring your own display such as easels and/or racks (mark application if you need a folding table for 

display purposes). 
• All work must remain on display until 5 PM (no early departures, please).

• Entry fee is $50. Artists requested to donate a small piece of work for a raffle to benefit the scholarship 

fund of PCCFA Summer ArtsCamp.  
• No commission taken on pieces sold. 
• Lunch, bottled water and coffee will be provided for artists.
